You are completing this assignment from the point of view of a citizen trying to convince an elected official to advocate for your legislation. The proposal can be a local, state or federal issue. This must be typed and complete the assignment by filling in the appropriate boxes. 
	I.   Proposal:  This is what you want, and only what you want.  You DO NOT try and justify your reasoning in this part of the Bill.  That is the purpose of debate.



 II.   Explanation of Bill/Written Response to be submitted on Turn It In.

ii. List the arguments in support of your Bill.  You should have SPECIFIC EVIDENCE to support your each arguments.

	b. Reasons Against?  (You must be ready to answer opponents criticism!!)

ii. Is there strong evidence that supports these counter-arguments? Analyze you opponents count-arguments.



	c. Other factors?  
i. Will there be significant cost associated with your Bill? If so how will you justify the cost and how will it be funded? (tax increases, cuts to other programs…)
ii. What interest groups will support your efforts?  Oppose? (How will you use them to support  your initiative)
iii. Will you be willing to compromise on specific parts of your legislation?  
iv. What methods will you use to garner support in favor of your bill? Provide specific examples of what you would actually do? (Contacting members of Congress, targeting specific committees, what methods will you use and why do you think these will be effective?)
